
A Note From Your Session  

 

Since our last newsletter we have been encouraged in the five-fold ministry 

from Alejandro Ruz, challenged by Mark Tucker to put feet under our faith, 

moved by the Lord through Nate Atwood‟s sermon to ask the Lord to break 

our hearts for the lost, received prophetic edification through Bogdan 

Olechnowicz as he encouraged us to make our hearts a habitation of the Lord, 

and received clear, biblical teaching from Gerry Edwards on how to hear God‟s 

voice. 

 

In an effort to better prepare our elders for leadership, Rev. Percy Burns is 

training us in directing and pastoring the Sunday morning worship services 

during the interim. Without a pastor, this responsibility falls on the elder in the 

pulpit each Sunday. Please pray for us as we lead the congregation during this 

time. 

 

The Elders and Deacons have been meeting together to make sure we are 

working together to better cover our areas of leadership responsibilities. The 

Deacons have formed a new finance committee for St. Giles. The committee 

will be composed of four rotating financial professionals within our church 

including a current Elder and Deacon.  Members of this initial committee 

include Tim Burns (current elder), John Franklin (chairman), Michael Tregidga 

(current Deacon), and Wright Uzzell.  We appreciate the volunteer service of 

these individuals as they assist the staff, Session, and Board of Deacons with 

additional oversight of our financial procedures to ensure our church is doing 

everything possible to be good stewards of the Lord‟s resources. 

 

We have also had a very fruitful meeting with many of the leaders of the 21+ 

ministries at St. Giles. Each ministry was encouraged to work together with 

other ministries as a team. Some of the results of this have been as follows: 1) 

Some of the Small Group Fellowships are talking about helping our Loaves and 

Fishes Pantry on Saturday mornings; 2) Our Youth Group and the Young at 

Heart Group plan to join together on a Samaritan‟s Purse project (Operation 

Christmas Child) in December; and Our Youth Group helped the Children‟s 

Ministry decorate and prepare for their Vacation Bible School this month. 

 

The ministry leaders also shared needs they had such as: 1) Youth Ministry 

needing people to  help disciple and mentor the youth; and 2) Comunidad 

(our Hispanic ministry) needs people from St. Giles to pray when the Holy 

Spirit moves at their services. They also need musicians and preachers. You do 

not need to speak Spanish for any of these as they have translators. If you 

would like to help fulfill any of these needs, please contact the church office. 
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A Note From Your Session (cont.) 

 

There are a remarkable array of fruitful ministries already operating in 

the church and from the church, and we want to encourage and 

strengthen them in every way we can.  We also want to continue to 

look for and implement effective new ways to impact our community, 

our city, and the world with the Gospel. As a part of this, we are in the 

process of forming a Local Outreach Committee. Also, Julie Kovasckitz, 

with help from Lauren Martin will be in charge of an ongoing outreach 

to Montclaire Elementary. 

 

We appreciate the way many of you are coming together during this 

interim period as we seek to follow after the Lord by reaching upward, 

inward and outward. As we seek the heart of the Lord during the 21-day 

fast, may He bring us into alignment with all that He is speaking to us as 

a church family and individually. 

 

St. Giles‟ Financial Status 

 

The church finances are under pressure. Giving received for general 

budget needs is currently $41,934.00 behind planned levels. The expenses 

have been closely managed and are $16,617.00 under budget, however 

this still leads to an ongoing shortfall. The Elders and Deacons are working 

hard to find areas where additional savings can be made. Please be 

praying for the leadership team as they deal with this challenging 

situation.

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Devotional

Seasons 

 

One of the benefits of living in the piedmont of North Carolina is that we get to 

experience the changing of the seasons.  During 2010 alone, we have 

experienced an abnormally cold winter, a cool spring and a persistently hot, 

record breaking summer.  Yet regardless of how cold or hot it may be you know 

that in a climate with four seasons, change is on the way. 

 

If it‟s temperatures we abhor or if it‟s weather we adore, it is but for a season. 

 

The author of Ecclesiastes, Solomon, picked up on this theme and penned one of 

the most well known passages in Scripture in Eccl. 3:1-8.  He begins, “There is an 

appointed time for everything.  And there is a time for every event under 

heaven.” 

 

Solomon then goes on to describe what some of these events are in vv.2-

8:  birth-death; to plant-to uproot; to kill-to heal; to weep-to laugh; to be silent-

to speak.  Many of these events are not experiences you and I pursue or 

enjoy.  We would all rather laugh than weep, experience birth rather than 

death.  And let‟s be honest, most of us would rather speak than be silent. 

 

But Solomon says that being silent, weeping or dying has an appointed time as 

much as speaking, laughing or birth.  So instead of resisting or rebuking these 

seasons, maybe we should heed the sage advice of Solomon (Scripture) and see 

these unwanted times as God‟s appointed times in our life.  To embrace these 

seasons and learn from them, believing as Oswald Chambers wrote, 

“Disappointment is often God‟s appointment.” 

 

So which season are you presently in the midst of?  A time of joy?  Enjoy it.  A 

time of birth?  Celebrate it.  A time of weeping or silence?  Learn from it.  The 

Lord has in His sovereignty brought this into your life to accomplish a work in 

you that could not be accomplished any other way. 

 

So embrace these times and learn from them, remembering, a season only 

lasts…for a season.

of serving twelve homeless women, we read in Matthews 25:38 that as we take 

strangers in, we are serving Jesus.  We believe that He was pleased with the love 

that was poured out on our guests that week of June 14
th
 to 21

st
.  Our God was 

faithful!  He answered our prayers that we could be used to bless and lovingly 

care for our twelve guests for a WHOLE week.  Our steering committee 

members (Bynums, Johnsons, Kovasckitz, Slates, Deanne Smith, Staskos, 

Stewards) were blessed by the awesome response from our congregation and 

even some visitors. 

 

The week of July 14
th
 consisted of daily:  

picking up the ladies at 5:30 pm at the Center of Hope, 

carpooling them to the church using 3 to 4 vehicles 

feeding them dinner 

providing entertainment, snacks, and devotionals 

waking them at 6:30 am 

feeding them breakfast 

making sandwiches 

leaving at 7:30 amto carpool them back to the Center of Hope.   

As you can see, this was a major undertaking. 

 

We thought you might find the following statistics an encouragement: 

 30 church members served as hosts and hostesses, spending the night. 

 45 people helped with carpooling, some making 4 to 6 trips. 

 127 people helped with food preparation, baking cookies, bringing 

sandwich fixings. 

149 Served meals and interacted with guests. 

More than 40 people donated linens, toiletries, and financial contributions. 

           

Sharon and Steve Seward worked tirelessly with our St. Giles children to: 

make welcoming banners and posters,  

write letters to place on guests‟ pillows each night 

make bracelets 

share the Gospel with the Wordless Book 

pray individually for the women 

make snack packs, 

provide toiletry bags that Margie Gladden lovingly embroidered.   

Our Young At Heart members provided the majority of the toiletry items 

and packed the bags for each lady. 

           

One small group provided larger bags and new shirts for each lady.  Many of 

you brought clothes, shoes, books, Bibles, and other items the women were 

excited to select.  The Youth Group was faithful to write many loving notes 

for each woman.

All of our guests spoke of how loving you were – how good you were to them – 

how you encouraged them.  Some spoke of how you ministered to them 

spiritually.  At the same time we learned to love them also.  Women who were 

total strangers desired to hug and be hugged each day as they went out to meet 

another difficult day as a homeless woman.  There were tears shed as we hugged 

them goodbye on the last day. 

 

 We would especially like to thank Ron Hartman for being there to provide extra 

services in such a loving way.  Our church staff (Meg, Pat, and Sharon) were 

always there supporting in the entire effort.  We were grateful to our elders for 

immediately giving us the go- ahead to move forward with the ministry. 

 

Many of you have come to us to express how blessed you were with this 

opportunity to serve.  One of our members wrote the following to us:  “Our small 

group had a time of sharing last night, and it was wonderful to hear how the fruits 

of the Spirit were encouraged and manifested during our Wednesday evening visit 

with the Center of Hope ladies.”  Several have asked when we will do this again.  

These thoughts would be best shared with our elders. 

 

One of our guests, Starla, was able to share her exciting news that she had been 

approved for disability because of her congestive heart failure.  She will soon be 

moving into her own apartment.  She will let us know when, so we can collect a 

few items of furniture and move her. 

 

Another guest, Debbie, wrote the following in a note to the church: “This is just a 

few lines to thank you all greatly for your help and caring.  I am doing very well, 

still attending school.  I am living very well here in Huntersville, thanks to St. Giles.  

I appreciate St. Giles helping me through my crisis and look forward to attending 

services with you all real soon.  During the time I arrived (at your church) from the 

Center of Hope, I carried the love you all shared with me onto others.  I pray for 

you all at St. Giles: Holy God, continue to bless St. Giles in all ways.”  She 

concluded her note with a quote:  “People in whom the world sees no value, but 

only as burdens to bear; teach us great lessons of God‟s sovereign power. He loves 

them as treasures so rare.” 

 

What a sermon Debbie‟s note should bring to our hearts.  As Pastor Bogdan 

Olechnowicz shared this Sunday, “The Christian life is all about loving the Lord 

and loving others.”  We had an opportunity to love those who needed our love.
